CHAMPIONSHIP HOST ORGANIZATION BID PACKAGE
Thank you for your interest in hosting a US Sailing Championship. Please refer to the on line Planning Calendar to identify which events are accepting bids for host sites in future years.  Some championships have a set rotation through areas of the country, while others seek the best site match each year.    The outline below lists pertinent items you may want to include in submitting your bid package to us. Please keep in mind that the requirements may vary from one event type to another (i.e. junior, adult, disabled sailing).

· Submit a short letter describing who you are, your organization name and location, which event(s) you are interested in hosting, and the desired dates or year of the event you wish to host.

· List body of water event will be sailed on; include details regarding typical water and weather conditions.


· Discuss available facilities: beach, boat ramps, docks and storage; organization meeting areas, judges and dining rooms; where the awards dinner and other activities will be held (can be on or off site); the number of people that your organization, staff and volunteers can handle; and, other special amenities that can accommodate the particular event, such as pools, ping pong tables, handicap accessible, etc.


· Discuss logistics: nearby airport and available public or private transportation; meal plans; local housing for sailors and race officials (if applicable) or hotel accommodations for spectators\guests; and, alternative activities in case inclement weather makes sailing impossible (mostly applicable to youth and junior sailors).


· List the type and number of boats you have available: sailboats for the competitors, if applicable; power boats for race committee; mark boats; lunch boat (if lunching on-the-water); and, spectator and VIP boats.


· Include a short list of the events you have hosted in the past...


· US Sailing championships at all levels shall be held at sites free of power line hazards in any area.

Feel free to include photos, brochures or any other descriptive material you have available to supplement your bid. You may want to keep in mind that many site selections are made at least three years or more in advance. You can call the US Sailing Championship office for a copy of the championship calendar listing events and site sections or find it at http://www.ussailing.org/championships/PlanningCal.asp?championship=True.

Typically final decisions on site selection are voted on at the US Sailing Annual General Meeting held every October. Send your bid package to: Championship Director, US Sailing, P.O. Box 1260, Portsmouth, RI  02871. Also, please feel free to call 401/683-0800 if you should have any questions or need further clarification on a particular event.

Bids must be received by 1 October or 1 March to be considered at either the Annual Meeting or at a spring meeting.  Late bids will not be considered.  PLEASE SEND an electronic copy to championships@ussailing.org 
US Sailing AND HOST ORGANIZATION ROLES
Roles and Responsibilities 
US Sailing:

1. Ensures that the regattas at all levels are being run under the US Sailing. Board-approved conditions and regulations laid out for the championships. 

2. Provides the championship medals and perpetual trophies.

3. Provides money for clinics and/ or coaches.

4. Hires and pays the US Sailing coaches.

5. Manages charter boats, if a provided boat regatta, (Junior Champs, Youth Champs, Jr. Women’s Champs, Team Racing, Singlehanded).

6. Provides the official website for the championship where the NOR, Sis, Results and other materials are posted.
7. Posts all official documents on the official website.
8. Provides sponsor-logoed marks for the championship.
9. Provides the necessary releases and other documentation.

10. Works with all national sponsors to ensure sponsorship obligations are met.

11. Ensures the appropriate usage of US Sailing, sponsor and other logos.

12. Approves all printed and online documents and T shirt designs in conjunction with existing sponsor contracts.  All designs must be approved by US Sailing prior to production.

13. Provides free online registration for all events and credit card payment facility.

14. Collects entry and charter fees and sends them to the host club

15. Verifies posting of eliminations on US Sailing site.

16. Provides secondary insurance coverage (primary is provided by the host).

17. Makes insurance programs available to hosts, Burgee Program, Regatta Liability, Borrowed Boat, etc.

18. Provides gift for the host club.

19. Intervenes if the organization and/or execution of the National Final Series are in jeopardy. 

20. Has the sole responsibility for choosing judges and ensuring the PRO has the appropriate certification.  See http://championships.ussailing.org/Championships_Home/ChampMngt/Race_Official_Requirements.htm 

21. Writes the Notice of Race and approves the Sailing Instructions in accordance with the Racing Rules of Sailing.

22. Supports the host club's event chair.

23. Attends the championship.

Host 
1. Raises the money to run the championships, in addition to national sponsorship funds provided by US Sailing.  All locally raised funds go directly to the host club.

2. Produces Notice of Race by January 15th.
3. Sets budget for the regatta by March 1st . Entry fees are agreed by US Sailing. 
4. Includes the national chair for the specific championship in planning meetings.
5. Collects and manages damage deposits. The borrowed boat insurance premium is collected from each competitor if host is not insured with the Burgee program, available through US Sailing.  It is suggested that the host club also collect a damage deposit in the same amount as the deductible of the insurance policy.  
6. Provides housing for the competitors, race officials, judges, and US Sailing coaches only.  All others are responsible for managing their own expenses.

7. Submits a preliminary and final budget to US Sailing.  

8. Acquire sufficient one‑design boats for the event if charter boats are not provided.  In most cases, it will be a borrowed boat series.  
9. Manage entertainment/food/ logistics during the event.
10. Manage local publicity and provide a media contact to work with US Sailing during the event.
11. Provides Race Committee, safety and support boats.
12. Provides plain or yacht club logoed marks if additional marks are needed.
13. Are a member of a RSA and US Sailing.
14. Carry sufficient insurance.
15. Are free of power line hazards.  Clubs hosting US Sailing championships must sign a statement to that effect and send it to the US Sailing office.
16. Provides other awards at their discretion which may include shipshape, sportsmanship, and/or participation awards.  US Sailing has an official awards program that is used for all US Sailing Championships found on the Championship Management site.  
17. Attends the AGM and other meetings as requested.
The outline below lists the four items you will need to submit in your bid package to US Sailing.

1. HOST ORGANIZATION LOGISTICS – This addresses your organization’s facilities, the sailing waters, travel, housing and food logistics, sailboats and motorboats.

2. HOST ORGANIZATION INFORMATION** – Organization and personnel contact information.

3. US Sailing CERTIFIED RACE OFFICIALS – U.S. Championships require the appointment of a US Sailing Senior Judge as Protest Committee Chairman, a majority of the protest committee to be US Sailing certified judges and the appointment of a certified US Sailing Regional or National Race Officer as PRO.  Identifying who these could be from your area is helpful in preparing for a national championship.

4. COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION - addresses sponsorship requirements and event guidelines*. This questionnaire must be signed by a flag officer of your club.

*Please keep in mind that the responsibilities outlined above may vary from one event to another (i.e. junior vs. adult, fleet racing vs. match racing vs. team racing, etc.) General guidelines for each specific championship are not available on the web at this time.  Please email the event’s chairperson or call the US Sailing office (401-683-0800) for further details.

** US Sailing prohibits the use of indemnification and hold harmless agreements by host clubs.

COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION

The undersigned, a flag officer of the host Organization, hereby certifies compliance with each of the points set forth below.

US Sailing BYLAWS AND REGULATIONS, in particular:


Regulation 10.01 Use of Personal Flotation

All competitors in US Sailing Championships, at all levels, shall wear, while on the water, other than for brief periods while adding or removing clothing, a U.S. Coast Guard (or Canadian) approved PFD, except where the ORC regulations apply.

Regulation 10.01 Illegal Drug and Alcohol Use

For Adults -No contestant shall use, either on or off the water, during any US Sailing Championship event marijuana or any other controlled substance (as defined in 21 U.S. Code 802) the possession of which is unlawful under 21 U.S. Code 841.

For Youths - No contestant shall use, either on or off the water, during any US Sailing Junior Championship event: marijuana or any other controlled substance (as defined in 21 U.S. Code 802) the possession of which is unlawful under 21 U.S. Code 841, or alcoholic beverages (distilled spirits, wine and beer, each as defined in chapter 51 of the U.S : IRC Code and intended for beverage use). The penalty shall be that the contestant after a proper hearing, be immediately removed from the regatta venue and, where practical, sent home.
Regulation 10.02 Host Club Requirements 

US Sailing Championships at all levels shall be held at sites free of power line hazards in any area.

Bylaw Article Two – Purpose

1. (d) To exercise advisory jurisdiction over activities carried on by the members of this Associations and activities carried on by the member associations and member organizations and to enforce the bylaws and rules of this Association on all members, member associations and member organizations which or who are subject to its jurisdiction;

2. No person shall be denied the right to participate in any event within the jurisdiction of the Association or to manage or otherwise be involved in the participation of such event, or having so participated shall suffer any penalty for having participated, on grounds of race, color, religion, age, sex or national origin provided this section shall not prevent the conduct of separate events for males and females and separate events for juniors.
