Dear      
On behalf of my entire committee - THANK YOU for offering to be a host during the U.S.       Championships. The U.S.       Championships is a unique event that has established itself as the "meeting place" and point of passage for the most talented and motivated teenaged sailors in the U.S. 

The event would not be possible without people like you volunteering to host the participants. US SAILING believes that for this age group, "inclusion" rather than "exclusion" is important. We are aware that an event of this size puts an unusual burden on the host club, and we appreciate that to host a participant for a week is often an imposition. Because of your helping out, we are able to maintain the size and quality of the U.S.       Championship. 

Many of these sailors are not yet 18 years old, and some are away from home for the first time. As far as "evening activities" go, we are concerned that no one gets hurt, that no hosts are inconvenienced in any way, and that the sailors act in a way that will enhance their chances of sailing as well as they are able to. To this end, we have invoked a strict rule against the use of alcohol and other drugs, and a curfew. We would like to ask your cooperation and help in maintaining these rules. The prohibition is against the use of alcohol or any illegal drug from the day they arrive to the day they arrive home. First time offenders will be immediately removed from the racing and if possible, sent home. 
This prohibition applies in a host’s  home also. If you have any trouble or activity along these lines, please contact       immediately. The curfew is intended to have the participants back in their respective homes by      each night. If at      :01pm your guest has not returned home, please call       at       immediately. If you have a situation where your guest leaves or attempts to leave after      :00pm, please call also. 

We ask that you be strict on this. The competitors have been told that you know the rules and that you will expect that they be followed. A situation in the past where a host was lenient on the curfew has led to real problems for the competitors involved. 

In addition to providing a "home" for these sailors for the week, we ask that you provide your guests with breakfast. It is our hope that a basic "cold cereal and juice" meal will suffice. In the event your guests do not have their own transportation, you may be asked to assist in their transportation locally. It is our hope that carpools can be arranged for sailors living in the same neighborhood. 

We want this event to run smoothly on all fronts, and we realize that the housing of these sailors is a major undertaking. Thank you again for agreeing to help out, and I hope your experience is a positive one.
